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LANDS END TO JOHN O'GROATS: BIKE RIDE IN AID OF ONE25

Fulfilment of once-threatened dream 

Bristol-based motor-bikers, Phil Morley and Graham Hunter, are setting off on July 9th to ride from Lands End to John O'Groats, in aid of Naomi House, part of Bristol-based charity One25. Their aim is to cover the distance in nine days without resorting to the motorways. Phil rides a Harley Davidson 1200 Sportster and Graham a Triumph Tiger 955.

'I've always wanted to do this ride on a motorcycle, off the motorways, to see the country properly' Phil said. 'Proper bikers love B roads – you can see the scenery and enjoy it. Motorways are boring!'

Abandoned dream

Phil Morley's dream of riding from Lands End to John O'Groats on what he calls 'a proper motorbike' was threatened a few years ago, when painful hips meant he could no longer get on a bike. He sold his motorbike and resigned himself to riding 'the biggest scooter I could find. But my wife called it a giant sewing-machine.' Two hip operations later, Phil was able to buy and ride the Harley.

Naomi House

Naomi House is a unique mother and baby home – the only one in the UK to offer intensive support to women who want to break free from the cycle of substance abuse and sex work, and to give their babies a better start in life. 'This cause is close to my heart' says Phil 'because they do a great job. And  I converted the house - it was in a bit of a state.'
